This 
year, Spirit and Truth Ministries found no appropriate 
opportunities to provide charitable aid, but we know that 
needs such as the ones this organization has met in the 
past may arise again suddenly.  Our goal is to be ready to 
respond promptly with sufficient resources to meet 
potential needs.

Based on the historical level of activity of Spirit and 
Truth Ministries, we believe that $1,000.00 is a 
reasonable amount for this organization to hold for 
charitable activities.
